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Please follow the instructions from your first paper; email me a doc or docx file (e.g., this file saved as “PLSC083_paper1_yourlastname.doc”) and bring a printed copy of the paper to class before October 1.
According to Nownes, lobbyists often play a role of explaining to their members or clients the logic of existing governmental rules and regulations.  Explain what this means, using an example from public policy lobbying and one from land-use lobbying.  Hypothetical examples are ok, but don’t just repeat the examples the author uses.

This suggests that lobbyists may sometimes play an important role in implementation of the law.  Discuss.  Do lobbyists play an important role in making their groups or clients understand why their initial goals may be unrealistic, thereby moderating group demands?  Give examples.  Is this more true in some cases than in others?  Or, do you think that lobbyists more often do the opposite, causing groups to exaggerate their demands.  Based on what you have read so far, that is, Nownes, do lobbyists have more of a moderating or more of an exaggerating effect on public opinion?

Note that this discussion is about professional lobbyists and government relations professionals, not about interest groups per se, so be careful in your essay.

Also note that your first paragraph should clearly state the themes you will develop in your paper.  Clear and concise!
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
