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SUMMARY

As I understand it, this is an issue about getting money for grants to states that can be used to enhance screening efforts and record data on screening efforts and testing.  The grants allow screenings to increase but without a federal mandate.  Proponents argue that, in the long run, much money will be saved because early screenings make diagnosis of learning disabilities and hearing problems possible at an early age.  On the whole there are few opponents to this measure.  If, in the long run, screenings are increased such that people expect them to be covered by health insurance, insurance companies may voice opposition.
