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SUMMARY

As I understand it, this issue is about appropriations for the AIDS Drug Assistance Program, which is part of the Ryan White CARE Act.  ADAP provides AIDS drugs to uninsured and underinsured people who are HIV positive and/or have AIDS.  The ADAP Working Group is a coalition of AIDS community advocates and pharmaceutical interests trying to get funding for the program that meets program demand.  Over the years, as AIDS treatments have reduced AIDS mortality, the demand for ADAP has increased.  The program is administered at the state level, and demand exceeds supply for the program in many states.
