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SUMMARY


As I understand it, this issue is about funding for the CH-47 Chinook helicopter.  The Army wants to remanufacture the CH-47 helicopter and one of the improvements being made is an upgraded engine.  Although these improvements are unopposed, in previous years the full amount sought by the Army (and also additional monies in the president’s budget) was not provided by Congress.  For FY00, Allied Signal was seeking the $70.7 million requested by the president, plus an additional $56.1 million sought by the Army program manager.
