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SUMMARY

In 1996 the U.S. Navy announced that it planned to halt funding for a boat-helicopter tandem used primarily in the anti-drug interdiction effort in the Caribbean and Eastern Pacific.  The helicopter portion of this tandem is the SH-2G Seasprite, made by Kaman Corporation of Connecticut.  By 1998, the Navy had modified their decision to halt the funding for only the helicopter.  Kaman Corporation has been lobbying departments of the Armed Forces and members of Congress, trying to maintain budget allocations for the Seasprite.
