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SUMMARY

As I understand it, this issue is about the repeal of the 3% telephone tax on telephones, which was implemented to pay for the Spanish-American War when phones were considered a luxury.  Advocates for repeal argue that since the money is not pegged for something specific and rather going to the general treasury, that the tax should be repealed. There is no real opposition but in total it adds up to $5 billion annually, which, if repealed, is $5 billion that will need to be offset.
