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SUMMARY


As I understand it, this is an issue of how to subsidize the expense of commuter rail service.  The most controversial proposal is to have the freight rail industry provide preferential service to the commuter sector (in a similar manner as Amtrak).  This would give the commuter rail industry money and privileges at the expense of the freight rail service.  In addition to causing problems with the fluid operations of the freight industry it is also unconstitutional to force a private industry to subsidize the public sector without proper compensation.
