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SUMMARY


This issue is primarily about religious broadcasters who want to get educational broadcasting licenses because they are cheaper than standard licenses.  Currently, FCC regulations do not consider religious content as educational in nature, and therefore unsuitable for educational licenses.  Religious groups feel that the FCC is discriminating against religious broadcasters and are advocating legislation to change FCC regulations.  Some civil liberties organizations and other lobbies oppose such legislation.
