SUMMARY

The federal government builds roads in national forests, which loggers use to harvest trees.  The Forest Service is responsible for building and maintaining these roads.  In theory, the royalties paid by loggers should cover the cost of the roads.  Environmental groups feel that restrictions should be put on building any new roads because it contributes to lowering water quality.  They also argue that road building is not economical for the government.  The Forest Service itself supports regulations because they cannot afford to maintain the current system of roads.  The opposition is mostly logging companies that want increased access, but motorcyclists also disagree because restrictions would hurt their access to the forests.
