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SUMMARY

As I understand it this issue is about the announced merger of United Airlines and U.S. Airways.  The airlines and proponents argue this is good for customers because it will unite two major carriers resulting in seamless travel, and that there are enough other airlines that competition will not be compromised.  Opponents have concerns that such a merger will lead to a less competitive market, resulting in price hikes, which would be bad for consumers. This issue does not include the Air Travelers Bill of Rights and thus Sen. Wyden, Sen. Reed and Rep. Sweeney are not major participants.
