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SUMMARY

As I understand it this issue is about …

The FAA has a rule that commercial pilots must retire at 60.  The ALPA did fight this rule, but backed down when the court ruled against them.  Now there is a vocal minority of pilots over the age of 60 who want the rule changed.  The FAA and ALPA both support keeping the rule because of safety issues.  The PAAD claim that it is age discrimination.
