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As I understand it this issue is about …

This issue envelops diverse perspectives.  There has been very active lobbying and the debate too has been equally varied.    
OBD systems-that measure/maintain automobile emission standards-have again become an issue because the major automobile manufacturers have developed technology that can only be used by automobile dealerships franchised by the manufacturers or by independent auto repair shops that can afford the training, equipment, and tools. But the large majority of independent shops can not afford these things, so for all practical purposes franchised dealers have a monopoly over repairing all emissions related car problems-which leaves independent repair shops at a competitive disadvantage. Also because car-owners choice of repair shops is limited, environmental groups are concerned that EPA emissions standards will be ignored because people will not be willing to go to dealerships for repair.
