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SUMMARY

This amendment would require prior written consent before a minor can access virtually any health service in any school setting. This provision encourages family involvement in adolescent health care. However it would isolate young people from the health services they need and have an adverse impact on the delivery of health care services. The ramification of this provision are far reaching and aspects of civil liberties, drug issues, abortion rights etc. are involved.
