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SUMMARY

This issue concerns lifting historical trade sanctions levied against Cuba.  On one side, the Agriculture Industry and Human Rights Groups want to see the embargo lifted.  Opposing them are small manufacturers that are concerned that Cuban economic engagement with siphon American manufacturing jobs.  Historical tensions between the United States and Cuba, particularly with their leader Fidel Castro, has stalemated this issue for many years.
