SUMMARY

Chapter 11 of NAFTA regulates how foreign investments are carried out in the NAFTA signatory countries (The United States, Canada and Mexico).  Canada has recently filed many claims against the United States in an attempt to circumvent state and local laws, especially in the area of environmental protection.  Though environmental law is the primary target of Chapter 11 claims, this issue more concerns the level of protection for foreign investor and their ability to evade the jurisdiction of state and local laws in the United States.  The current HR 3009, “Fast Track Authority” Legislation, addresses this concern, however not all participants are satisfied with the extent of action described in the bill.
