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SUMMARY


This issue deals with the Department of Defense personnel property movement and storage concerns. DOD arranges for both moving and storage for military personnel and its “reengineering initiative” is an effort to change this procurement system for more efficiency and satisfaction. However, this has led to further concerns. While some claim that the moving and storage program has a negative effect on military personnel, others do not want the DOD to parcel all personnel moving services into one package. Moreover, other movement services are also sought to be added to the list of entitlements. DOD arranged for a Transcom working group to look into the matter which released its report on 15th June.
