SUMMARY


As I understand it, this issue deals with environmental disposal regulations under the Clean Water Act on transportation equipment cleaning.  Congress insisted that the EPA include regulations on tank truck facilities, which would control how truck companies dispose of water used to clean the inside of trucks after transporting potentially hazardous wastes.  Tank truck advocates argue that EPA’s current regulations are too stringent and based on ill-informed knowledge, where opponents, mainly environmental activists, believe that these regulations are crucial to protect the ecosystem and water.
