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SUMMARY

In the 1996 welfare reform bill states were required to cut their welfare rolls by 70%.   The 107Th Congress was supposed to reauthorize this funding for this bill and wanted states to continue to cut their welfare roles.  However, the problem is that most of the people left on welfare have some form of disability that does not allow them to work according to the welfare requirements.  The advocates want to see a bill that would address the unique needs of welfare recipients who have disabilities.  The advocates would like to see provisions that deal with job training, fuller evaluation of cases that involved disabilities, better childcare and more reasonable time lines for those seeking different forms of treatment.
