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SUMMARY


What I understand this issue to be about is that the EA-6B Prowler, an electronic warfare aircraft that goes ahead of other airplanes at war and jams enemy radars, needs replaced.  It is the only aircraft that is used entirely for electronic jamming.  The Department of Defense is looking for a replacement solution for the Prowler because it has outdated technology and maintenance problems.  The replacement options are a version of the F18 equipped for electronic warfare, an unmanned air vehicle (UAV), or something entirely new.
