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SUMMARY


As I understand it, this issue is about the reauthorization of funding for the US highway system that comes with an assortment of environmental, traffic, transit, and budgetary considerations.  Two basic factions compete for influence: on one side, the environmental lobby tries to protect natural lands and wildlife from roadway construction; on the other side, the transportation lobby fights for the same construction, which provide jobs and facilitate commercial industries.
