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SUMMARY


As I understand it, this issue is about providing assistance to developing countries for basic education, which is early childhood education and primary through early secondary school.  Supporters of basic education funding believe that this assistance contributes to higher standards of living in poor countries, by promoting productivity, decreasing HIV/AIDS infection rates, strengthening democracy, etc.  Opponents feel that the benefits are questionable and that such funding is far less important than domestic concerns.
