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SUMMARY

The central concern is the Longshoreman insurance which the marine recreation industry feel do not apply to them. They thus want legislation passed which would exempt them from this insurance which is expensive. They think they should be considered land based workers under state compensation as they don’t hire longshoreman and don’t build ships.
