In its original incarnation the Affordable Housing for Americans Act of 2002 contained three provisions that provide home owners assistance for public safety officers. However, the benefits provided by these provisions were not extended to federal public safety officers. The Federal Safety Officers Amendment seeks to grant federal public safety officers equal benefits as all other public safety officers under the Affordable Housing for Americans Act.
