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SUMMARY


As I understand this issue approximately ten years ago the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) instituted regulations that prevented gas pipelines and market affiliates from sharing information that could be used to garner insider profits at the expense of the consumer. However, recently it has been recognized that individuals within the gas and electricity industries are still able to utilize privileged information about the energy production process to reap private gain at consumer expense. Consequently, FERC is now seeking to expand present regulations to eliminate these abuses.
