· From Thomas:  The text of H.R. 4635, the Arming Pilots Against Terrorism Act, and provisions of H.R. 5506, the Aviation Industry Stabilization and Reform Act, were incorporated in H.R. 5710, as passed House. H.R. 5710 was a bill to establish the Department of Homeland Security. On 11/19/2002, S.Amdt. 4901 (Thompson, for Gramm) substituted text essentially the same as H.R. 5710 in H.R. 5005. The House agreed to the Senate amendment to H.R. 5005 on 11/22/2002.
This issue is about proposals related to enhanced airline security following September 11.  Shortly after 9/11, Congress passed the Air Transportation Safety and System Stabilization Act.  Part of this Act gave assistance to the airlines for the financial losses they were incurring as a result of 9/11 and the additional security measures they were supposed to put in place.  This issue is about additional airline security measures and related issues that the airline industry felt were not adequately addressed in the original measure.  The specific provisions that are relevant to this issue are:  (1) war risk insurance coverage; (2) “reimbursables” – enhanced security items such as strengthening of the cockpit doors, screening of catering personnel, etc. that the airlines want to be reimbursed for; (3) allowing “combination carriers” to carry the mail again (the ability to do this was taken away after 9/11); (4) the December 31st deadline for weapon screening; and (5) pilots carrying firearms in the cockpit.  War risk insurance and pilots carrying guns were folded into the Homeland Security Act of 2002 that was passed in November 2002.  Some money for the costs airlines incurred was made available by the 107th Congress in the legislation passed as Supplemental Appropriations Act for Further Recovery from and Response to Terrorist Attacks on the U.S.  However, other relief from increased costs did not come until the 108th Congress.  
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
